Eco-Animation UK LIFE+ Project...

Eco-Animation is an exciting new two year animation project that brings
together a pan-European partnership including award-winning British
animators, leading conservation experts WWF and 500 school children
from Belgium, Bulgaria, Ireland, Italy and Poland to co-produce a series
of three fun animated films.

With the help of a fun and personable group of characters, stacks of
adventure and plenty of humour, the animations will show kids between
5 and 8 years of age that, just like the characters in a cartoon, they too
can make positive changes that make a difference to our natural
environment, starting with water conservation.




The animations will be developed over the next twelve months with
support from character designer Curtis Joblin, best known for Bob The
Builder™ and British comics writer Ian Carney.

The animation will be made available to broadcasters in several
European Languages in Spring 2010 and will also be accompanied by a
free teaching pack for use in schools across the EU.

Eco-Animation is one of only six new UK projects supported by the EU's
LIFE+ programme (2007-2013), the European fund for the
environment. The project is co-funded by the LIFE+ Information and
Communication strand which aims to disseminate information and raise
the profile of environmental issues. 118 projects proposals were
received by the European Commission under this strand from
organisations across Europe, 11 European projects were funded in total.
